Project Summary


Ghent Station is 126,900 square foot mixed-use office and retail development that is designed to significantly enhance the 21st Street corridor between Colley Avenue and Hampton Boulevard.

Size and Scope

· Site plan encompasses 3.57-acre parcel being sold by the City of Norfolk, plus an additional 1.32 adjacent acres for a total of 4.89 acres.

· Five Story Office Building - 95,436 square feet of Class A office space.

· Three Single-Story Retail Buildings – 27,853 square feet.

· Out Parcel – 3,500 square feet.

· Two Level Parking Deck – 450 spaces.

Design

· Created to comply with the Pedestrian Commercial Overlay District for 21st Street, which calls for inviting, pedestrian-oriented streetscapes, large storefront windows and extensive landscaping.

· In accordance with U.S. Green Building Council’s guidelines for a Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) rating.

· Transitional style of architecture that embodies traditional architectural formula and refined details.

Public Benefits


In addition to the proceeds generated from the sale of the City-owned land parcels, the project provides a broad range of benefits including:

· Additional Real Estate Revenue.

· Estimated Retail Sales - $8.3 Million. 

· Estimated 350 New Workers.

· Transformation of West 21st Street – “Gateway to Ghent.”

· Landscaped Promenade – community asset.

· Parking Deck – Acts as noise buffer from busy Norfolk Southern railroad line.
